IT ALL STARTED AT THE WATERS EDGE
The central harbour front in Aarhus is being transformed into a new, attractive city district, thus linking the existing urban spaces 
to the harbour. The sea and the harbour have always been of great importance to Aarhus, right back since early Viking times when 
Aarhus was founded as a trading post at the water’s edge where the Aarhus River meets the sea. Since then the Harbour of Aarhus 
has expanded gradually up to today, where it holds the position as Denmark’s largest and busiest container harbour. The location 
of the city centre today is the same as 1,200 years ago, and the river front in Aarhus has – once again – become the City’s pulsating 
gathering point, both day and night. 

The main attraction of the showroom is the 9 X 2 metre model (scale 1:500) of the new city district on the harbour front and a sec-
tion of the existing city centre. The model is continuously updated whenever new projects are decided on, so that the model is al-
ways an up-to-date illustration of both the location of the individual buildings and the architectural designs.

Also, the � rst canal imprints give a good impression of 
the transformation of the former Northern Docks, from container terminal to new city district. – Whenever visiting the area, please 
always respect signposting with instructions regarding ongoing activities.

Pakhus 27 (Warehouse 27) is centrally located on the Aarhus Docklands, only a few 
minutes’ walk from the City, diagonally opposite the former Customs House. Pakhus 
27 is located on the area which will be converted into the City’s new public urban space 
from 2015. The warehouse is more than 100 years old and has, among other things, 
previously been utilised for butter storage and as a warm shelter for the harbour labour-
ers, where they would meet for a beer and a game of cards. In those days, it is said that 
women, children and dogs were denied access. – Today we gladly open our doors to the 
public, to all citizens of Aarhus and visitors to the City who wish to learn more about 
the new city district on the waterfront.
